Farm Work Share: 4-5 available

Farm Work Shares are a great way to get outside, get to know different people from all over the city, and learn a lot about growing food in an urban setting. 

We are looking for farm help to support our Thursday and Friday Harvest, Wednesday farm work, and/or Saturday farm work and volunteer days. Farm work generally consists of seeding, planting, weeding, compost, tool maintenance, and general farm clean-up. 

YOU DO NOT NEED PRIOR EXPERIENCE TO JOIN A FARM WORK SHARE. 

Work shares are expected to:
· Commit to scheduled hours on a weekly or biweekly basis in either full or half-day commitments between June 22nd and November 23rd (or until their hours are filled)

· Small share: Must complete 50 hrs.

· Large Share: Must complete 75 hrs.

· Develop some skill and speed at various jobs over the course of a season

· Be able to work in various weather conditions

· Lift up to 40lbs

· Perform physical labor for at least 3 hours at a time  

· Notify the farm manager in advance if you cannot make a commitment to a work-day 

· Attend a 3-hour farm training in the spring that can be applied to your total hours

These are the dates and times that will be available for work shares to schedule their hours: 
Wednesday 9am to 12pm and 1pm to 4pm

Friday 9am to 12pm and 1pm to 4pm 

Saturday 9am to 12pm and 12pm to 3pm 

If these hours do not work for you, but you are still interested in a Farm Work Share, please notify us. There are other available times. We will determine if we can accommodate your request. (Hours will not be drop-in this year.)

Individual Projects: 3-4  positions available
We also offer the opportunity to work with Added Value beyond farm work on projects related to your own skills and trade that also supports the needs of the organization. We invite you to submit a proposal to us highlighting what you would like to do for a work share. In the past, members have done video work, website development, marketing and outreach, and fundraising. Below is list of specific projects we are looking for this season. Individual projects should not require more than 80 hours of work over the course of the season.
